Jigs4OWL offers a web-enabled semantic infrastructure while hiding all non-relevant technical details.It allows to easily build web browser applications which aggregate, visualize, and mashup semantic content.

The framework consists of a server which hosts semantic data in terms of OWL ontologies uploaded by end users. The framework also delivers a collection of graphical widget templates ready for individual usage.

A semantic application is build by customizing the templates and combining it with another Jigs4OWL or arbitraryother widgets (such as Google Maps) or data sources. This allows to develop consumer and business mashups with just a few lines of code and without the burden of operating a complex application back-end.

NTT DOCOMO operates a social, context-aware service for mobile users called IYOUIT which makes use of Jigs4OWL widgets at their end-user Web portal.
